What does the 
nativity story teach 
Christians about 
Jesus ?  
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 Give a clear simple account of a story used by a 
religion / world view 

 Recognise that stories contain beliefs 

 The Christian belief that God became human in 
Jesus 

 The nativity stories are in the Bible – Gospel of 
Matthew and Gospel of Luke 

 Jesus is an important historical figure to Christians 

 Christians use the nativity story to influence their 
actions at Christmas

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  Ask questions about the world around them 

 Give a simple reason using the word ‘because’ 
when talking about religion and belief 

 Think and speak about religious and spiritual topics

 The Easter narrative in The Bible 

 Christians believe that Jesus died on a cross to 
save people 

 Christians believe that Jesus came back to life 

 Christians believe that Easter gives hope of a new 
life , now and in the future 

Why are symbols 
and artefacts 
important to some 
people ? 
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 Recognise similarities and differences between 
artefacts 

 Compare the use of special religious objects from 
different faiths 

 Show empathy in considering the values and 
beliefs of others 

 Artefacts are used to show belonging to 
Christian/Muslim/Jewish faith families 

 Artefacts are used in practice and ritual in
